Acquiring a Chemiluminescent Image Preview the Image

When you turn on the ChemiDoc Touch Imaging System, A low-resolution image of the blot appears on screen.
a live view of the imaging bed appears on the touch screen.
Tabs at the bottom of the screen guide you, from left to right,
through the steps for acquiring an image.

Once you export the image file, you can analyze the image
data using Image Lab™ Software on a separate computer.
